 Road Safety Warning:  

Tests confirm risks of mixing tyres

The warning follows tests conducted in Australia that 
established that in wet conditions, the mixing of aged 
worn snow tyres and summer tyres (whether new or 
worn) on the same vehicle can result in loss of control 
when the vehicle is subjected to a sharp steering input.  
  
Tests also confirmed that the fitting of four tyres of the 
same type and make all the way around the vehicle – 
whether they are traditional summer tyres or snow tyres 
– generally provides better grip than a mixture of tyre 
types. The best grip (in normal conditions) is provided 
by the fitting of four summer tyres.

The children, from Central, Vogeltown and Egmont 
Village schools will present on the outcomes of their 
project, alongside Constable Anna Duncan (Police 
Youth Education Officer).
